Program for 2s: Two year olds come
to camp in the morning from 9:00 until
11:30 am with a full schedule of activi-
ties.

How to Register for Nursery Camp :

Each camp family is required to be a current member of the Y. Membership lasts a
year and can be applied to many programs at the Y. Family memberships begin at
only $200.

1. Complete the camper application and bring it to the Y with a $250 deposit and
the family membership fee...and your child’'s space is reserved.

2. Registration is complete when we have received all completed registration infor-
mation, forms and payment.

3. Each new camper family is required to participate in an intake interview with the
professional staff at the Y prior to camp beginning. The Y will call to make ar-
rangements.

4. A child can not attend camp unless all registration forms are complete.

There will be a $100 late fee applied to registrations completed after June 1,
2010.

6. In case of cancellations, all camp fees except for the $250 deposit will be re-
funded if communicated before June 1, 2010 in writing. After June 1, 2010
there are no refunds for any reason, unless authorized by Y Management. The
Y reserves the right to remove a child from camp.
